student.  Ray Chase lived in Dover. 

The applicant must be a Valley of Portsmouth-Dover member, or a wife, son, 
daughter, brother, sister, grandchild, great-grandchild, widow or orphan of a 
member, or a graduate of the Seacoast Learning Center, Children's Dyslexia 
Centers, Inc., or a previous recipient. 

Application forms may be requested from the Valley Secretary throughout the 
year, but must be submitted to the Valley Secretary or the Committee Chairman 
by May 15th to be considered for that year’s scholarship. 

Scholarship payments will be made direct to the students at a later date. 

The amount of the Ray Chase Scholarships will be voted on by the Valley 
membership as part of each year’s budget. Any donations to the Ray Chase 
Scholarship Fund will either be added to the amount in the budget or be placed in 
a separate account with portions used each year to supplement the Valley budget 
line item. 

This scholarship program may be amended, suspended, or canceled at any time 
by a vote of the Valley Scholarship Committee.
